For RQ3

According to my supervisors' instructions, we have divided the Research question 3 into parts I have saved each in different documents for your information, which are called:

Documents A: Research Q3 part 1

Documents A: Research Q3 part 1 

In part one, I aimed to explore factors associated with language difficulties in vulnerable children.  In this part, associations between a language score of 19 questions and 9 demographic factors were analysed. So my language data was secondary data which were gathered by a speech and language therapy team. These factors were established through literature reviews which says that they all have a strong link with children's language difficulties and development.

At the beginning of phase 1, I have explained the procedures that I followed and how I gather the data.
Then, as with the instruction of my supervisors: 

I first checked the skewness, outliers and normality of the data. Following the process, we used parametric tests followed Central Limit Theorem suggestions. My data set was over 30 people, and my supervisors wanted me to mention Central Limit Theorem specifically.

My data set was over 30 people, and my supervisors wanted me to mention Central Limit Theorem specifically. Then according to my supervisors' instruction, I conducted:
Independent sample- t-tests, ANOVA and Pearson's correlations. 

Levene's test was used for the assumption of homogeneity of variances (p > .05) and effect sizes calculated.

I have made the tables for the finding involving all these test results and for the normalities which were approved by my supervisor.
I have written the results of phase 1, and my supervisor is kind of okay with it. As the variables were same for the part 1. But my superiors want these results to be written as part of the methods/results chapter which I am really struggling with it, and I need help with writing all my results along with the interpretations.
 Documents B: Research Q3 part 2

As none of the variables showed significance, this part of the RQ3 aimed to explore which of these factors were potential predictors for language difficulties. Again, as with my supervisor's instructions.

I created dummy variables first and re-ran the same tests that I used in Part1 as pre-regression analysis to see if any of these test results showed significance.
I made tables about the results and are added onto the documents here is the excel spread sheet for the results too.

 You will see I wrote example paragraphs which explain the steps that I took when running the tests involving each variable. Basically, I repeated everything that I did in phase 1, copied and paste some of the paragraphs and just chance the numbers for you to see them.

Documents C: Research Q3 part 2

In Part 3, we did run a regression analysis with the 5 of those demographic factors. I have started writing the procedures that we followed and tried my best. But I did not understand which procedures to follow first, as the procedures seem to be explained first then and the results to be reported. So I could not go far with that. If possible, could you please interpret and write the findings as part of the results chapter, please?  I have attached the outputs for your information. Also, we calculated samples size suing G*Power which I have attached it for your information.

The procedures that I followed for regressions involved: 

Normalities, regression assumptions were checked and followed this process, which involved several steps: checking, Durbin-Watson statistic, outliers, and homoscedasticity residuals (errors) and plots/charts, the regressions were run.
I know I divided the questions into sections, but the results need to be written up so that all those works were part of the same questions. Also, it needs to be written as part of the results section of my thesis.
This is not the part of the chapter- This is for my own understanding which I need your help with: could you please tell me what my findings say about these 3 sections and as a whole. As I still do not understand what those numbers stance for. For example, if I found no significant differences between those variables or correlations, do they mean these children do not have difficulties or if there are I significances, do these children have difficulties.  Also, what does regression results tell me too, do these factors affect children's language skills or development?
